For the Financial Services Ministry:

a.)     That the Lord would give our ministry a spirit of prayer and service.
b.)     That we would be able to build an organizational structure as we grow that allows the joy of decision making and planning to be shared from the bottom up and that we would continue to get creative contributions from the whole body of participants in our ministry—not a small leadership team running everything but an engaged larger body sharing in the joys of work.  
c.) 
That each existing workplace group would prosper and help meet the needs of Christian financial professionals at work through either one-on-one contacts, fellowship meetings, prayer connections, acknowledgement that believers are not alone in the workplace, etc. and that new groups would form to meet growing interest.  Particularly that worksite leaders would be anointed and encouraged.

d.)  That each event/fellowship meeting this year would be anointed by the Holy Spirit and bring us together in community to challenge, encourage, teach, and mobilize us as lights in the financial world.
c.)     That we would be a catalyst for the redemption and transformation of global economic structures to make the world look more like Christ’s kingdom—
(1)     Founding new companies and transforming existing corporations from within to renew society both in the way they are structured for employees, in the way in which they interact with their surrounding community, and in their final products.
(2)     Creatively addressing global and national economic oppression through both direct ministry and the transformation of capital structures and the way business is done—that both anointed transformational ideas and actions would come out of our discussions.
(3)     Harnessing and mentoring new Christians in the financial field to live lives on fire for Christ through relationships, workshops, workplace groups, single events, mentorship, and prayer.
(4)     Promoting a new way of thinking about living for Christ in the financial world far beyond the reach of Redeemer—throughout the city of New York, our nation, and our world.
 
For the Financial Services Industry At Large:

a.)     That Wall Street and global markets (and Christians serving in the industry) would no longer serve the false gods of money, sex, and power but instead would come to thirst for Christ.
b.)     That Christians in the financial industry would make Christ their first priority, become further connected, and act in unity in their workplace (Protestants and Catholics, evangelicals and mainline denominations, etc).
c.)     That spiritual oppression and blindness would be lifted and traders, investment bankers, analysts, auditors, entrepreneurs, consultants, actuaries, etc would begin to experience new thirst, openness, and longing for Christ.
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
